Math Placement:

· Ligon offers Algebraic Thinking, Algebraic Thinking (AG), and Compacted Math (Pre-Algebra) for 6th graders.
· Students are placed in math class based on 5th Grade Teacher recommendation.
Elective Choices:

· Students take three (3) elective classes daily. 

· Students are eligible for up to twelve (12) quarter-long electives per school year.

· Two (2) physical education or dance classes must be taken per school year.
