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A measure of growth WCPSS tracks is new residential building
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permits. (a permit is one housing unit). Most of the permits are
issued for Raleigh, more than 33,000 since 2000. Cary issued
10,000, Zebulon issued 290. There are some interesting trends.
Morrisville issued 56 permits in 1997, but 624 in 2002. Cary
issued 1,521 in 1997; the number dropped to 466 in 2002 and
now it is back up to 1,182 in 2008. Rolesville issued 10 permits in
1997 and 228 in 2007
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1997 and 228 in 2007.

Between 1997 and 2003, the number of permits issued
countywide averaged just over 8,900. The peak year was 2005,
when 11,879 permits were issued. However, 2008 saw only 5,187
issued - the lowest number since early 90’s.
